there is No activity, there is No blessing (v.17).

. People will “justify” themselves, but v.18 says “show me your faith..” Do not respond emotionally like the
demons (v.19).

. People can understand this by considering (v.21-23) and (v.25). Faith without works
is dead (v.20,22,24).
