E. Three aspects of God’s will are mentioned in scripture...

(1) God'’s ’ , or

will. (Deut 29:29)

a. God’s will which is secret focuses on God sovereignty.

b. Eph 1:11 says God "works all things according to the counsel of His will”.

Consider Job 42:2 and Rom 11:33-36

(2) God’s , will (Deut 29:29)
a. It is His will concerning what we should or should not do.
b. We can know God’s will through study (2 Tim 2:15)
C. We are accountable to God’s revealed will (Rom 2:16)
d. Our responsibility is to listen to Jesus (Heb 1:2; Rom 12:2)

(3) God’s , and will
a. 2 Pet 3:9 God takes no pleasure in the death and perishing of the
wicked, but He decrees (wills) punishment of the wicked (Matt 25:46;
2 Thess 1:7-9)...
b. I Tim 2:4 is God’s pleasure. Which is come to God (In 6:44) by faith
(Heb 11:6) and obedience (Matt 7:21)
C. Is God’s pleasure a mystery? Our purpose is Rom 12:2..
